This unit is designed to develop students’
understandings of sustainability and the impact they have on the environment around them. Students
will be leaming about the 3R's (Reduce, Reuse and Recycle) and focusing on litter and nude foods.

Science - ‘Crazy Chemicals’

In Science, students compare the properties and behaviours of solids, liguids and gases. They compare cbservable
changes to materials and classify these changes as reversible or irreversible. Students will explore these changes

through experimenting with materials through melting, freezing, evaporating, burning and rusting.

Literacy —Information Reports

In Literacy, students will be writing and reading information reports. They will be
developing their skills in using and identifying the language used to support an information
report and the layout and structure of the text.

In Writing, students will be planning, drafting and publishing information reports that
reflect the text structure and language features of the text. They will be editing and revising
their writing using rubrics and feedback to reflect on their personal goals and monitor their

progress.

We will be learning the signs for Shopping and Foods, specifically foods and drinks. Games will include

using signs for Vegetables and food items. We will be learning the signs for Mumbers 1 to 10, Simple
o'clock time and viewing simple signed stories and songs.

Some learning intentions for Year 1/2 in term 3 will include -

W We are learning to sign whole word signs or fingerspelling signs in sentences.
W We are learning to generate simple sentences using Auslan including likes and dislikes.
W We are learning about the tasks use by and skills nesded to be an interpreter.
¥ We are learning to ask and answer simple questions in Auslan.
We are learning to reuse signs we know and attempt to sign or fingerspell new words.

We will be leaming how sign the gestures for foods, fruit and vepetable and practice asking questions. We will
be using real-life situations to practise our signs, such as playing in our classroom shops and learming
centres.
