OUR INSPIRATION

T he b®adakoard the 1000 PaperCraned i s a s
is inspired by a girl na med Sadako, who was two-years-old
when the worl dds f i rdsohHirashimani
about 5 kilomet res away from her home. Sadako survived

the bombing, however ten years later developed Leukemia
from the radiation from the atomic bomb, and only give na
year to live.

While hospitalized, Sadako's best friend visited her in
hospital, and whilst there, gifted her a golden piece of

paper to fold into a paper crane in reference to the ancient
Japanese legend that promises that anyone who folds a
thousand origami cranes will be granted a wish. Inspired by
the legend, Sadako set out to fold one thousand cranes. As
part of the cranes, she wrote , @ will write peace on your
wings, and you will fly all over the world. 6 Sadako continued
to create these symbolic birds until the disease claimed her
life at age 12.

Sadakods determination to fo
symbolised her hope for peace and her courageous struggle
with her illness, inspired her classmates. After her passing,
her friends began to col lect money to create a statue in
memory of her and the many other children who were

victims of the bombing in Hiroshima.

This monument is called the
Chil drends Peace
Peace Park, right in the middle of
Hiroshima, where the atomic bomb
was dropped. Each year on World
Peace Day, the statue is beautifully
decorated with thousands of paper
cranes brought and sent by people
around the world.

Although Sadako's thousand paper
cranes did not save her life, they would take flight in
another way, serving as a symbol of the growing movement
for peace on Earth.

The paper crane is often given as a wish or symbol for
peace, and since September the 21st is International World
Peace Day, we would like to share our efforts and wishes
created for those i n need of it. The story has instilled a
sense of empathy and inspired us to create our final product
that showcases our learnt understanding about empathy and
children in our world.

Our Year 1/2 children would love their families to come and
join in this celebration of their learning.
